








Breed Survey
It looks like we have made a profit, but we are waiting on invoices from the GSDCA
to pay for the last survey. The figures are comparative to last years.

Puppy Booklets
This shows a small loss but we still have some stock of books available to breeders

Breed Survey Books
The club is still holding some books from this year. My suggestion is that we reduce
the number ordered next year.

Bunning’s

A Net Profit of $3,621.05. This doesn’t include the one the club was part of in
October this year, nor does it include any money raised by the Zones. This is an
important area of fundraising for the club and I encourage members to give a little
bit of their time to assist at least one during the year.

Merchandise

Merchandise shows a small loss this can be attributed to the 30 Golden Jubilee
books the club purchased and we still have 24 left. As well as that we distributed
some of the old stock free to members at the Championship Show and Trial.

Zone 2.

Conducted a very financially successful year with their fundraising for their Shows
and Trial, this year shows they ended up with a profit of $2,340.57. When this is
added to the money they carried through from last year, they have $3,665.57 in
their coffers for events in their area. They have continued the fundraising for next
year and monies raised from the Chocolate Drive and banked in October will go into
next year’s accounts.

Zone 3

They also added to the money available for their area with a very successful sausage
sizzle last year, when added to the money they carried forward they have $1,623.00
allocated to spend in their area.

Fidelity
Finished in the black, and considering that $635.00 was spent to set Fidelity up in a
format that anyone could use, it has done very well to do so.

Championship Shows.

Well it is plain to see we lost money on these, again this year, my suggestions to save
some money have been taken up by the club and we will not have the cost of 2
judges from Europe in 2012, rather 1 from Europe and 1 from NZ. The sashes are
trophies also cost us a significant amount for this event.



Quarterly Review
This shows a loss, but we have actually paid for 5 this year due to the introduction of
an Invoicing System by the GSDCA so it will show the reverse next year.

Championship Trial/State Breed Trial

I wont dwell on this, a combined loss ($2, 233.42) from both events. The club has
reduced the trials to 1 run by the club in 2012, but has applied to run one in
conjunction with the Working Dog Club.

State Breed 2011

Not only does this event showcase the breed here in the state, but also with our local
judges and surveyors adjudicating, it is a source of income for the club, hence the
profit.

Herding

This is an area of the club that is run, normally at a profit and this small loss was
disappointing to those involved. Steps have been taken to see this doesn’t happen
next year.

Ipswich Show/ Working Dog 11

Even though a lot of the expenses were paid during this financial year the money for
the entries has been banked after the end of the clubs Financial Year due to the
event being held in October. I am happy to report that the profit and loss for these 2
events presented at the November General meeting shows we actually made a
combined profit of $138.00. This was solely due to my hosting the judges and no
accommodation expenses were incurred. We need to be mindful contracting judges
from interstate as to the cost of accommodating them. I intend to show dogs that I
have an interest in next year and therefore will be unable to host any judges.

Open Shows

We made a profit this year, the reason being, Logan Obedience kindly let us have the
event on their grounds. This was a substantial saving to the club in relation to the
hiring of lights.

Conclusion

All in the entire club is in good financial state. The club has recently signed the
ADVANCE agreement which will mean not only cheaper dog food for members, it
will provide a revenue stream to the club in addition to the $2,000 they are giving us
in cash they are also providing us with approximately $20,000 in dog food to give
away at Shows. This sponsor agreement took a long time to broker for the club, and
[ hope the members support it with purchasing dog food. The agreement will be
reviewed next year depending on how much dog food we sell. Advance has also
expressed interest in sponsoring the 2014 National and final negotiations will be
needed to be sorted by the new committee. The initial cash component being
discussed is $5,000.00 + food. WE CANNOT AFFORD TO LET THIS GO.

[t has taken several years to make changes in the accounting system to give us the
comprehensive breakdown we now have, | hope this continues.



As some but not all will be aware I will not be standing for any position on the club
in the 2011-2012 financial year. I have served 11 years on the committee, and I feel |
have done my bit. This year sadly has been fraught with much disharmony in the
club, and I am saddened that my efforts and other committee member’s efforts over
many years have been belittled, and denigrated. [ am disillusioned with the club as
it is today and hopefully with new faces to take up the Challenge it will be
reinvigorated.

On a positive note I have enjoyed my 11 years working with the committee
members some longer than others and it has been a privilege and honour to work
with people that are dedicated to the club and the breed and give so freely of their
time to ensure that all members have the opportunity to have the events the club
holds during the year.

A negative and positive was the floods and the Cyclone, the negative for the
devastation they caused and the trauma and hardship to members, the positive was
the camaraderie exhibited by members, and the putting aside of any differences to
get in there and assist. It made me very proud to be a Queenslander and a GSDCQ
member.

[ wish the incoming treasurer well (who ever they are) and would be more than
willing to assist them with the transition.

To close I would like to wish all members their families and their dogs a very Merry
Christmas and a Happy New Year.

Following in the
footsteps of Diane Ballantyne who made Fidelity her own and stamped it with her
individual style was a hard act to follow. Diane’s continuing interest in Fidelity has
been positive and supportive and as everyone knows at very short notice she
produced the first issue this year for me and I wish to acknowledge this.

The purchase of the templates for future issues of Fidelity is a major step and
enables the Editor to leave the final formatting to Bron’s Digital Print. The Editor
supplies the text, photos and the Index. Bron does the rest. However, this does
require detailed proof reading and so far each Issue this year has undergone at
least 9 versions before it is cleared for Printing.

The Front Cover does not have to be confined to In Show Stance pictures only. In
this day and age when the future well-being of the GSD is under close scrutiny in the
Press, it is good to highlight the qualities of the breed as a well-adjusted, balanced
family pet. However, it is Club policy that if a GSD is being advertised on the front
cover either for purposes of Stud work and / or highlighting Show success, the GSD
must be breed surveyed in Australia.

Under the new arrangements for Fidelity the maximum size of each issue is 68 pages
including both covers. This breaks down to 63 pages of text with 5 pages given over
to Club Details such as Committee listings, Index and Disclaimer.

Personally, [ believe that Fidelity should remain as a hard copy and not be
transferred into an Electronic copy only, as is done with the GSDL magazine. There
is more benefit in having a copy on hand without having to access a Computer in
order to read it or to check something out. Also the Editor must be permitted to
make Editorial decisions without undue influence and pressure from the Committee
and this right was accorded me this year by the Committee

[ would like to thank the Committee members for sending in their detailed Reports
promptly, the Zone Representatives, Gary Hickey and Stephanie Allen for keeping
everyone informed as to what was happening outside the Greater Brisbane area,
Bob Anderson and Debbie Williams for their Reports covering the Working side of
the GSD and those members who provided me with items of interest and
photographs for each issue, in particular Debbie Goodwin.

Queensland has seen an increase in the number of litters tattooed this year as
shown below. However with the recent advent of the acceptance of microchipping
as a means of identification for all our German Shepherd Dog schemes, tattooing will
probably decrease gradually in the years ahead. If you want to tattoo your puppies
the service is still available but microchipping is now a compulsory requirement for
all dogs Australia wide, no matter what the breed. The German Shepherd Dog
database system is working really well and is constantly updated by the GSD Council
giving the fraternity a reliable source of information.

BREED RESCUE 2010/2011

This year has been just as busy as other years with people still needing help to place
their unwanted German Shepherd Dogs, for whatever reason. Quite a few dogs
come with registration papers, some wanting to place two dogs, preferably in the
one home, some desperate people leaving for overseas in 10 days time and one dog
just too hyperactive for the family to cope with. Please no children or no men also.
The general age of the dogs being placed is 2-5 years and fortunately most people
wanting a new friend usually want about that age too. A few enquiries for really
young puppies are really difficult as there are so few available, and usually not at the
same time as the enquiry comes in. There have been 58 people wanting dogs and 63
were available this year. Wanting covers - companion for other dog, cat and dog
friendly, specifically a long coat or glamour coat, fully trained, suitable for going to
the beach, and a cattle worker for a multi thousand acre property.

A few people send emails with photos of the dog to be placed, which is a great help.
Enquiries from the Dogs Queensland listing and the German Shepherd Dog website
together with word of mouth contacts seem to be working really well. Brian and I
have a great feeling of satisfaction when people ring back and say how pleased they
are with their new dog.

The good-will fostered by this rescue service is certainly well worth the effort.

This year we conducted two Restricted Obedience Trials with the first on Saturday 9
July 2011 and the second on Sunday 11 September 2011.The first trial was the Rick
Richardson Obedience Trial held on a very cold and windy night.
Obedience Judges for this trial were Mrs Honey -Gross Richardson (W.A) and Mrs
Cathy O’Shea (NTH QLD) with both judges commented on the very good standard of
the dogs competing. The most memorable performance was by GLENBALA
NIKITASG ARI CDX trained by Debbie Hart in the open (CDX) category with a
winning 198 points - this was a performance most people aspire to achieve and for
those of us who witnessed it was a memorable performance. This trial saw 4 dogs
qualify with 3 in CCD and 1 in CDX. A notable winner in CCD was KAYROSSI MS
CONDUCT (Xena) trialled by Mrs Val Bonney—this was the first trial for Val in a very
long time and a first for Xena.

Over the last two(2) years the July trial has been held on Saturday Night with
reasonable success on number of entries with more Shepherds trialling than in most
All Breeds Trials. However with rising costs by flying Judges ( Flights,
accommodation, meals etc ) and not being able to provide eating provisions for
those attending which is available during day trials, we have to realise we cannot
keep running at a huge loss and not been able to provide a service to trailers.

[ would personally like to thank Mrs Nancy Hardy for providing excellent catalogues
and organising the Trophies in conjunction with Sharron Thorpe who has been very
supportive of Obedience but gets very disappointed as [ was when we only receive a
handful of entries in the September trial. All triallers appreciated President John
Hansen for making himself available to be at both trophy presentations.

PUPPY LISTINGS REPORT FOR 2011

We were granted our 1st stand alone speciality
championship show, held in conjunction with a speciality open show, breed survey
and also a restricted obedience trial held on the 20t and 215t of august.

Entries across the whole weekend were 89 for the 4 events. Overall, the weekend
was well received and all northern members attended along with a few southern
exhibitors. We had a large amount of media coverage arranged by Tad Jaworski
which saw about 100 general public spectators attend over the 2 days and they
were treated with some lovely exhibitions of showmanship and obedience
excellence. I must extend a thank you to Rita Jaworski for organising all the
fundraising events and generous donations of cash and products from 12 different
sponsors amassing over $9000 in cash raised for the show and approximately
$4000 in products for prizes as well as some much needed ring equipment that will
now become part of the Zone 2 equipment for future use such as star pickets, ring
rope as well as our sensational placing placquards.

My only criticism of the event, was the lack of support and effort put in by a couple
of members in Mackay who initially wanted the event and attended our 1st meetings
offering to assist in any way they could, only to in the end, do nothing to assist in any
fundraising, preparation or show day requirements despite repeated calls for help.
[t is a great shame that not all members are prepared to pitch in and lend a helping
hand to events such as this when others are so very willing, but are the 1st ones to
bring unjustified and wrongful criticism at those that do, blaming everyone else for
something that perhaps didn’t go their way. This may not be the right platform to
express my concerns on this, but as the zone rep, I believe we all need to work
together to get the job done, and where one may lack in skills or knowledge,
someone else steps up and offer their wisdom to the mix. This is the only way
regional areas can continue to move forward with everyone putting what they can
into the mix to create a strong unified team for the growth of the breed in our
respective areas. Mackay in the past has been congratulated on its friendliness and
team work, and I for one will not allow what many of us have spent years building,
to be torn down by a few nah Sayers.

[ can only hope that in future, all zone members in my zone, work together, without
ego, personal self righteousness or gain, to host events that showcase our noble



breed to all so as to continue to educate more and more dog lovers about our club
and what we can offer them and their dogs, after all, is this not what we are here for?
Certainly not to put ourselves on pedestals.

Numbers at our training classes in 2011 where considerably down compared to
previous years, we believe this to be a result of the almost 6 month break enforced
upon us by another extraordinary wet season causing an early break for 2010 and
not allowing us to resume training until well into April 2011. Many just lost interest.
We have designed flyers to be posted in every vet surgery in Mackay 7 Sarina and
surrounding areas hoping to boost numbers for 2012.

At this stage, we have no plans for any further show requests in Zone 2, with Zone 3
hosting a joint venture in 2012 and the national in briisbane in 2014. We has in
general conversation discussed having a breed survey in 2013 if required to
continue the now annual need in regional areas, if interest warrants it, we will look
at perhaps another joint venture with Sarina Kennel club perhaps in May 2013 over
the coming months. Sarina kennel club I believe is building a new clubhouse and is
the only club in mackay that has the room to set up speciality rings away from, but
on the same grounds and the balance of the all breeds show. Something we would
need to discuss next year with both committees.

In conclusion, I wish to express my thanks to the 2011 committee for their support
and assistance for our show/trial weekend and hope that they realise that we are
not experienced show organisers and that we are learning from each event we host.

The September trial was held at my place and was well supported with
good entries both days however using an interstate judge with air fares and
accommodation took a large slice of the funds but a saving was made with some
fees not having to be paid to Dogs Qld. To those of you that think I hold these
herding days at my place to make money, it costs me way more than I could ever
recoup from holding trials and training days with my feed bill for 50 sheep being $
100 a week and parasite control every month being $ 80 and then shearing each
year. I, like the others that run sheep for trialling and training do it for the love not
for the money. Trials next year will be at Postmans Ridge, Durack, Allora,
Toogoolawah and Jimboomba so the burden is not placed on just one person as it is



a huge job to run a trial with limited support. I have organized the GSD trials for
about 4 years and enjoy what I do, I,m prepared to continue to do so as long as |
have the support of the committee and club members. This club is about all GSD,s
and their owners whether it be Herding, Obedience, Agility, Tracking, Dancing with
Dogs or showing, we all pay our fees and we all deserve the right to display our dogs
talents, whatever they may be .
